THE WEEKS MYSTERY (as related to the compiler 

by Alton A. Weeks in the 1970s): As a rebellious and 

belligerent youth, Charles Edson Weeks (1831-1900) 

was “farmed out” to work and live with another family. 

After assaulting the head of this household with his 

fists, Charles ran away, and had no further contact 

with his family. (Bitterness? Shame? Anger? All 

unanswered questions.) In the 1850s, he trekked 100 

miles on foot from Plymouth, N.H. to settle in 

Woodbury, Vt. A farm laborer and quarryman, he was 

the father of 10 children and grandfather of 45.

Richardson Farm in Vershire, Vt. was the family home from the 

1790s to the 1840s). Copper deposits were discovered on the farm 

in 1812. In 1846 John Richardson II (1
795-1883) sold out and moved 

to Worcester, Vt. The former mine is now a hazardous waste site.
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James Blanchard, 
(1667-1704, father of 
Josiah I), died of 
exposure soon after 
returning from a 
“Snowshoe Man” 
expedition in N.H. – 
an authorized raiding 
of Indian camps … 
and scalp-collecting.

Mayflower connections. Ancestors through the Harding line 
include two Mayflower families, the Stephen Hopkins (1579-
1644) and Thomas Rogers (1572-1621) families.

Thomas Rogers and son, Joseph Rogers (1610-1678) arrived 
at Plymouth on the Mayflower, but Thomas was one of many 
who died during the first winter.

Stephen Hopkins arrived with his wife, four children (the last, 
Oceanus, born at sea), and two servants. He was appointed by 
Governor William Bradford as emissary to Massasoit, a valuable 
service he continued for many years. A de facto leader of the 
non-separatist faction of the settlement, he was known to be 
contentious and defiant of authority. Among his transgressions: 
assault-and-battery; permitting excessive drinking in his house; 
playing “shovel board”; selling beer, wine, and nutmegs at 
inflated rates; and selling a looking-glass (a black market vanity 
item). His adventurous life included surviving the shipwreck of 
the Sea Venture (1609), inciting mutiny, avoiding execution, and 
working at the Jamestown, Va. settlement 1610-1614.
The intertwinings of early Plymouth & Cape settlers include
the ill-fated marriage of Hannah Rogers (1670-1733) and
Amaziah Harding (1671-1734). Amaziah, a miller of
Eastham, Mass., was enraged at his wife’s excessive
drinking, and on July 19, 1733 he threw her down
the mill stairs, breaking her neck. The jury did not
buy his cover-up. He was convicted of murder,
and swung from the gallows on June 5, 1734.

Leonard Weeks 
(1633-1707) arrived 
in New Hampshire 
in the 1640s to work 
on  Capt. Francis 
Champernowne’s 
(1614-1687) farm. 
In 1656 he received 
the first of several land 
grants in Greenland, 
N.H. In 1667 he 
married Mary Redman 
(2nd of three wives), 
with whom he had 
eight children. The 
Weeks farmstead was 
at the center of 17th-
century activity in 
Greenland, near the 
Town Landing on 
the Winnicut River. 
Leonard Weeks is 
distinguished as the 
first person in town 
ever convicted of a 
crime – swearing and 
threatening to knock 
his neighbor’s block 
off – for which he was 
fined in 1660. Leonard 
Weeks died in 1707, 
leaving his 60-acre 
farm to his eldest son, 
Samuel, builder of the 
1710 brick house.
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
